Well, 

it makes it easy for you to know who to thank. For example: when you’re really diggin’ the beauty of the Boat Lake but not sure where to 

direct your expression of joy? Look for a BLUE shirt. We’ve put together this handy field guide to identify volunteers in the wild. So when you 

next stumble across one, you’ll know just what to do!

Boat Lake Team Volunteer
Easy Identifier: BLUE T-shirt (most common), hip waders (rare),  
in kayak (extremely rare)
This volunteer, easily spotted in her/his BLUE shirt is the earliest riser of the Patterson 

Park volunteer force. Habits include removing invasive plants, garbage and algae from 

the Boat Lake. Responds to free donuts and applause.

Detail Detail Volunteer
Easy Identifier: ORANGE T- shirt
It is hard to miss the task oriented Detail Detail volunteer, marked by bright orange 

plumage and a collection of tools. Often spotted beautifying park gardens, edging 

sidewalks, putting out much-needed trash cans or painting benches. The Detail Detail 

volunteer will respond positively to repeated “Thank you, you rock.”

Tree Team Volunteer
Easy Identifier: GREEN T-shirt
Often seen near trees. Members of the species Tree Team have been known to mulch in 

100 degree weather while remaining oddly jovial. Habits include planting and caring 

for our incredible arboreal wealth. Responds positively to vigorous handshakes and 

simple thanks.

Pagoda Team Volunteer
Easy Identifier: YELLOW T-shirt or Green polo
The best time to spot a Pagoda Team volunteer is on a Tuesday or Sunday when they are graciously and busily greeting visitors and taking 

care of the Pagoda and its environs. Deterred by Gatorade, they will respond positively to your Pagoda stories and phrases like...”thanks for 

staffing, maintaining and loving one of the coolest places in town!”

Making the Master Plan a Reality

With the efforts and leadership of Baltimore City, the support of our wonderful 

partners and your dedication and stewardship, we’ve really come a long way!

* In 1996 the Baltimore City Department of Recreation and Parks 
asked community residents to work with them on a Master Plan for 
Patterson Park. Planners, historians, architects and residents met 
for over two years to discuss their dreams for revitalizing Patterson 
Park. The result was a published document establishing a ten million 
dollar list of prioritized capital improvements. Copies of this plan 
are available for loan or purchase at the Friends’ office at the  
White House.

Some of the residents participating in the planning process formed 
The Friends of Patterson Park in 1998 as a way of continuing their 
involvement and in hopes of ensuring the plan’s success. Because of 

this dedication and ongoing interest, Patterson Park neighbors con-
tinue to have a say in the direction of our park. In the coming years, 
as directed by the Master Plan, improvements for the Extension, the 
Pool, Park Lighting and Park Infrastructure are planned. You can be 
part of the process that assists 
Baltimore City in making final 
designs and plans.
